Decent Homes

Homes for Haringey must opp|y fo the government for extra
money to bring homes up to the Decent Homes standard by
2010. This means all homes should have a reasonably
modern kitchen and bathroom, be properly heated, and be in
a good sfate of repair.

Before the government gives us the money, we must
prove that we can provide a good service to you, our
customers. This means getting a two sfar rating from the
Audit Commission.

In February this year, we went through a trial inspection
which showed that some things are gefting better. These
included higher tenant and leaseholder satisfaction;
improved access fo services; and more opportunities for
residents fo participate.

But feedback from the inspection also showed that some
areas need more improvement. To give us the exira fime we
need fo bring all our services up to a two star standard, we
have rescheduled the main inspection from December 2006
to spring 2007. We must get two stars at this inspection so
we get the extra money we need fo carry out our
improvement programme.

Gas safety checks: let us in, or pay legal costs

A tenant has been ordered to pay
£400 in legal costs for failing to allow
vital gas safety checks to be carried out
on her home.

Engineers made four appointments
fo do the necessary work but could not
get info the property. Homes for Haringey
was forced fo take the tenant to court.

The tenant told the court hearing that
she had not lived at the property for
several months and her son had not
passed on her mail. She then arranged
fo let the gas engineers into the property
fo carry out safety checks; so in this case
Homes for Haringey did not have to take
any further legal action. But if further
legal action had been necessary, the
fenant could have faced legal costs of
over £1,000.

The law says that Homes for Haringey

has fo carry out a gas safety inspection
at least once a year. Your tenancy
agreement says that you must ‘allow us
access to your property fo carry out...
safety checks each year and any
inspections that are necessary’.

If you get a lefter with an
appointment for an engineer fo visit,
someone must be there to let them in or

you must call fo arrange a different date.

Getting your boiler checked
annually is free for all
council tenants and could
save lives. Every year in

Britain 50 people die from
carbon monoxide poisoning
or explosions caused by
faulty gas appliances.

each one a star rating: no sftars means
poor performance and four stars means
they are as good as they can be.

The recent announcement that
Haringey Council was awarded three
stars is good news for everyone.

It means that the council, as a whole,
is giving residents a better service.

Winning against
anti-social behaviour

Residents from Lomond Close and
Brunswick Road in South Tottenham
tackled a range of anti-social behaviour
on their estate, including car theft and
drug dealing.

Their superb work won them Best
Community Safety Project award from
Haringey Council and a Home Office
"Taking a Stand’ award.

Eric Cook, Secretary and Treasurer
of the Residents’ Association, said: “The
esfate is a much nicer place fo live in
now. Improved lighting and secure
doors have made a real difference to the
community. The fencing at the side of the
car park has prevented people hanging
around and making a nuisance with their
noise, music, chucking litter and gambling.”

"There’s no point sitting indoors
moaning about problems, the only way
fo get things done is to get active.”

In presenting the award, Cllr
Isidoros Diakides, executive member for
Housing, said: “These individual
residents decided to make a stand and
fight for their rights. They have
improved the area tremendously.”

In spring 2007, the Audit Commission
will carry out a separate check on Homes
for Haringey, the new Arms Length
Management Organisation (ALMO) that
manages the council's housing.

Michael Jones is one of five independent experts who sit on the
Homes for Haringey Board. He was recently appointed as chair.

Mike, you've been elected as chair of Homes for Haringey.
What will the new company do?

Homes for Haringey is a company which is wholly owned by
Haringey Council. The Council has sef two key priorities for
us. The first is fo improve services fo fenants and leaseholders
fo reach the government's ‘two star’ standard. The second,
which will only happen if we get two sfars, will be to improve
tenants’ homes to the government's Decent Homes Standard.

Will achieving Decent Homes be the end of the story?

No, there’s plenty of work to be done to improve the quality of
life for tenants and leaseholders on our estates. We need to
work to make sure that estates are safe, and that we crack
down on anti-social behaviour. But smaller nuisances affect
people’s lives too, so tackling litter, graffiti and cleanliness on
our estates will also be important.

What part do residents play in all this2

We're keen to work with residents, and to hear what tenants
want us to do. Residents can get involved in helping us fo set
standards and in checking to see that we're delivering services
properly. Our meetings are open to the public, and residents
are welcome to come along.

Rosie Chapman is currently Director of Policy and
Effectiveness for the Charity Commission.

She says: “I've been a Haringey resident for well over 20
years. | really enjoy living here and want to use my experience,
knowledge and skills to benefit the residents and the area | live in
— in other words fo put something back.”

Rosie joins the other 16 Board members, who include seven
residents, responsible for managing Homes for Haringey.

We like to know what you think of the
services we provide, so every year we
ask a sample of tenants and leaseholders
to tell us.

From November 2005 to January
2006, MRUK, an independent market
research company, carried out a survey
on our behalf. They interviewed a total
of 917 tenants and 400 leaseholders.

Here are some of the highlights of
the survey.

We’re working together

In the last year we have increased the
opportunities for residents to get
involved in Homes for Haringey’s work.
The survey showed that you have
welcomed this change.

Eighty-two percent of tenants and
63% of leaseholders felt that we were
good at keeping them informed about
things that may affect them.

Around two thirds of all residents
surveyed were satisfied with opportuni-
fies to take part in management and
decisions about their home. Seventy-six
per cent of fenants and 67% of lease-
holders agreed that their views were
taken info account.

Those interviewed were most aware
of residents’ associations, estate
meetings, repairs panel, estate
walkabouts, the tenant participation
panel, and the leaseholder forum as
ways to voice their views.

The results are an improvement on
last year. That's great news for us: it
shows that we are listening to what you
say and acting on it.

Your neighbourhood and estate
services

Most tenants and leaseholders are satisfied
with their neighbourhood as a place to
live (tenants 85%, leaseholders 72%).

When asked about problems in the
neighbourhood, residents were most
concerned about litter and rubbish in the
street (tenants 20%, leaseholders 12%),
followed by parking (tenants 12%,
leaseholders 23%), and drug dealing
(fenants 12%, leaseholders 20%).

We were pleased to hear that
around /5% of tenants and 50% of
leaseholders felt that we deal well with
dumped cars, graffiti and vandalism.

The survey showed that residents
who get a concierge service appreciate
it very much: 92% of tenants and 74%
of leaseholders rated the overall service
as ‘good’, and over Q0% of residents
consider staff to be polite and
courteous. The concierge service also
helps keep out unwanted visitors.

Repairs service
Keeping your home in a good sfate of
repair is as important fo us as it is fo you.

Almost two thirds of tenants are
satisfied with the overall repairs service
we provide. Slightly more than three in
four felt the service offered good value
for money.

Over Q0% of tenants and 74% of
leaseholders said our workers had @
good affitude: similar numbers felt that
dirt and mess were kept to a minimum.
Almost everyone who had a repair to their
home reported that the worker showed
identification before starting the work.

Communicating

We were delighted to find out that over
80% of residents asked could recall
seeing the last issue of Tenant Star and
that 81% of tenants were satisfied with
the magazine. We hope you like
Homes Zone even more.

In fact, most of you are safisfied
with our publications but we will
continue fo work to improve them.

When you contact us, 84% of
tenants and 64% of leaseholders feel
they are treated with politeness and
courtesy by staff. More than two thirds
of tenants and half of the leaseholders
interviewed said staff knowledge and
helpfulness was ‘good'.

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Pam'’s problem page
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Hello Pam,

Me and my husband live in a 2-bedroom flat with our 3
daughters aged 18, 8 and 6. My 18 year old is a BTEC
fashion design student and works and studies late into the
night and has friends around in the evening fo listen to
music and chat — as teenagers do. She uses a sewing
machine which is quite noisy but necessary for her college
work. Because of this we have given her the smallest
bedroom. This leaves me and my husband to share a
bedroom with our younger girls. As there is limited space in
the room, me and my husband make up a bed on the floor
with blankets and the girls have a single bed each. There is
no privacy for any of us and no room for the girls to play.

| have been looking for a mutual exchange for six
years — since my youngest was bormn — but have had no
luck. I am on the housing transfer list but have been told
that there is virtually no chance of a larger flat. | realise that
there are people worse off than us but | feel that as we
both work, pay our council tax of £160 per month and rent
of £71 per week, we should have opportunities for a move.
We receive no benefits and pay our rent on time. | would
really appreciate some advice. We looked at buying our
flat but at £203,000 it was way out of our price range.

Pam’s reply...

Dear Mrs. M,

It does sound as though your family is finding it difficult
living in your flat. However, as you say, there are a large
number of families living in overcrowded accommodation
so it is only possible to move those in extreme conditions.

Also, under housing law, when working out if a home
is overcrowded, a living room is counted as a bedroom so
your family would not be considered legally overcrowded.

You say that you have been unsuccessful finding a
mutual exchange. Your housing office has a local
exchange list for tenants and your detfails have been
added to this. Your housing manager will contact you if a
suitable exchange pariner joins the list.

Another way that Haringey Council may be able fo
assist is for your daughter to make an application for her own
flat. Each case is considered individually so | cannot say
whether she would be successful.

If your daughter does not want to move out and you
want fo keep the family together, you could consider a
shared ownership scheme because both you and your
husband are working.

Shared ownership helps people who cannot afford to
buy a home. People can buy a share of a property and
pay rent on the remaining share that they do not own.
Cradually applicants may buy further shares and eventually
own their home.

Haringey has a number of new homes, built by
housing associations, to buy through shared ownership.
Most of these properties are in Haringey, but there are
some homes for sale in other boroughs such as Barnet,
Camden, Islington, Westminster and Enfield.

Mutual exchange
Mutual exchanges are available to
fenants wanting fo swap homes with
another Haringey tenant, or a council or
housing association tenant living
anywhere in Britain. Both landlords have
fo agree fo the exchange.

If you are in rent arrears it is very
unlikely your exchange will be approved.
